· Implementing technology solutions that improve intermodal connectivity for passenger and/or freight movement
· Integrating effective communication strategies on transportation into other outreach tools, such as social media 
· Pioneering technology that improves mobility management strategies for moving people and/or goods
· Utilizing technology to speed project delivery timelines
· Utilizing unique mobile applications for enhancing access to transportation services 
· Visualizing data to enhance understanding of critical transportation information
