The partnership focuses on five key areas and connects 
transportation stakeholders to available resources on industry leadership, industry training and education, 
policy development, public awareness, and information sharing and analysis.

Empower your employees through 
training to learn common human 
trafficking indicators and methods of 
reporting. All USDOT employees have 
taken initial and recurrent counter-
trafficking training since 2012.

Make your stakeholders aware of your 
intention and actions and call your 
organization to act! You can create a 
counter-trafficking video and make a 
statement to set an example for your 
employees and stakeholders.

RAISE AWARENESS

Raise awareness among the traveling public 
using transportation-related and general 
counter-trafficking materials. USDOT’s TLAHT 
Awareness Campaign aims to educate and 
empower travelers and employees across all modes 
of transportation to recognize and report suspected 
instances of human trafficking. Campaign materials 
are tailored for use in places where human 
trafficking may occur.

TLAHT AWARENESS MATERIALS
Every year, millions of men, women, and children 
are held against their will and trafficked into forced 
labor and commercial sex. Human traffickers 
exploit roadways, railways, waterways, and airways 
in urban, rural, and tribal communities across the 
United States to recruit and transport their victims. 

USDOT’s TLAHT bilingual training and awareness 
campaign aims to educate and empower travelers 
and employees across all modes of transportation 
to recognize and report suspected instances of 
human trafficking. 

The TLAHT “Combating Human Trafficking in 
the Transportation Sector Awareness Training” 
underscores the intersection of human trafficking 
and transportation, provides general and 
transport-specific indicators of human trafficking, 
and how to report a tip. 

TLAHT Awareness Campaign materials include 
person-centered signage in addition to mode-
specific posters, pocket cards, visor cards, social 
media graphics, logos, PSAs, toolkits, and an 
infographic that emphasize reporting methods and 
include QR codes where viewers can learn more, 
including mode-specific indicators.
