The GROW AMERICA Act will allow States and
local governments to effectively plan and start construction on projects that will support
millions of good paying jobs over the next several years and improve our economy and global
competitiveness.

According to 2013 data, the Federal Highway Administration has determined that:

e 3,588 of the 13,765 bridges in Virginia (26.1%) are considered structurally deficient
or functionally obsolete.

According to the American Society of Civil Engineers 2013 Report Card statistics:

e Driving on roads in need of repair costs Virginia motorists $1.344 billion a year in
extra vehicle repairs and operating costs — $254 per motorist.

e 47% of Virginia’s roads are in poor or mediocre condition.
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
